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NOTES:

1. For proper power distribution to the RDL amplifier, the channel on the CEU must be set as an “audio/video”
door station in the system software. Refer to the AX system instructions for information on door settings.

2. * 8 Ohm Speaker cannot be located directly above AX-A sub station. If proximity is too close between units,
feedback will occur. The microphone in the audio sub station is live whenever the master has that station
selected. If the audio is too loud coming from the speaker and it is too close to the sub station, this will cause
acoustical feedback.

3. Receive from master is through the separate ceiling speaker. TRANSMIT to the master is through the microphone
in the sub station. Person responding to a call from the master must speak toward the sub station, not the speaker.
